Course Overview:
This course is split into two semesters.  The fall semester is a preparatory class focusing on Theatre Production and Technical Elements.  The spring semester is an overview course focusing on Acting and Directing.

FALL SEMESTER (Theatre Production): 


The fall semester will see the entire production process from Pre-Production to Post-Production Analysis.  As a class we will choose a published play to produce during the year.  We will focus on the process as done by technicians in Lighting, Sound, Sets and Props, Costumes, Stage Management, and Marketing.  We will learn the paperwork, design, and build process in each.  As this is an overview course, we will be seeing a small view into each department allowing students to decide where their field of focus will be.  The final assessment will require students to choose one area of focus (lights, set, stage management, etc) and create a completed production book for the chosen play.  One day each week will be dedicated to designing and building elements required in the KHS Fall Musical so students are exposed to the actual design and build process in a realized show.  Students may choose to take their completed books to the NW Regional Theatre Festival in January along with Troupe 8391.  Attendance and production analysis at least one production is required (at KHS or another Theatre).  
SPRING SEMESTER (Acting and Directing):


This overview course will expose students to some history of theatre including Greek Theatre, Elizabethan Theatre, Musical Theatre, and Theatre of the Absurd.  Students will learn character building, script analysis, acting techniques (Meisner, Hagen, or other chosen method), and directing.  The final will result in the full production of the play chosen in the fall.  Students will submit detailed dramaturgy on the play, their character, and a discussion of their assigned role and decisions (actor, director, or dramaturge).  Performance will be a required portion of this course.  Students will be required to attend at least one production during the semester (at KHS or another Theatre).  
Expectations:

· Respect the right of yourself, your peers, and Mr. Shionalyn to learn and grow
· Respect the learning environment

· Respect that all of us are humans and come with limitations, strengths, and weaknesses.
· Respect that you are capable of more given time and practice
· Take Risks and Encourage Peers to do the Same
Required Supplies:
· 3 ring binder with tabs (Fall Semester)
· Composition notebook OR extra paper in a binder (Spring Semester)

Grading:
· Daily Participation (20%, 10 points per day)
· Theatre is an active art that requires students to be active and participating.

· Students absent for class will be required to complete a make-up assignment for each day to earn their points.  See the instructor for the list of available tasks.
· Performance/Design Assessments (50%): 
· Summative projects and tests demonstrating learned knowledge of the topics.  Fall semester will be focused on production and spring semester on performance.
· Performance Attendance and Analysis (10%)
· Student will be required to see at least one performance each semester.  This may be a performance done at KHS or another Theatre.  A two-page write-up discussion of the play along with the ticket stub will be submitted (production element focus in the fall, acting/directing focus in the spring).

· If for any reason you cannot afford to see a production speak with the Instructor, we can provide alternative arrangements to see the KHS productions.  
· Final Project (20%)
· A cumulative project demonstrating growth and knowledge in a chosen field within theatre.  The project will use the class chosen published play.  

· Fall Semester Choices: costume design, set design, lighting design, sound design, properties design, stage manager, and marketing.

· Spring Semester Choices: Acting, Directing or Dramaturgy 
Text: 

Students will be provided occasional reading material relevant to the lesson being taught. Reading material will be chosen from Theatre textbooks and published plays.  
Late Work Policy:

All assignments and projects are due the day posted.  Each day afterwards is worth 10% less.  Extensions are not guaranteed are only given on an extremely limited case-by-case basis.  No extentions are given on finals.
Technology Usage:
My classroom has a strict no cell-phone usage policy.  Students may not have them out for any reason.  Phone usage in class (even for academic purposes) has been shown to lower retention, focus, and drop standardized test scores.  We want everyone to be as successful as possible, hence the reason for this policy.
